Cleaning Fiberon Horizon Decking

The deck surface should be swept clean and rinsed seasonally, or as needed.
Most spills can be blotted up with clean towels.
For additional information please refer to FIB-0207-LIT Care and Maintenace -
Capped Composite and Capped PVC Decking.

Immediately scoop up as much of the spill as possible.

Then blot, do not rub, area with clean white cloths to remove excess
moisture.

Apply warm, not hot, water to stained area and blot with white cloths.
Repeat until no stain is evident on towels.

If stain remains on deck, make a solution of 1/4 cup liquid dishwashing
detergent to one gallon warm water.

Using a clean white cloth, apply the solution to the stained area, and let
soak about five minutes.

Rinse with clear warm water and blot to remove excess moisture.

If the stain cannot be satisfactorily removed with detergent and warm
water, add ¥ cup of bleach to the solution and repeat step 2.
